BASIC PIERCING CARE


·  Metals used in our piercing jewelry are SM316 implant grade steel, niobium, or titanium, and are nickel free.  It is important to protect a new piercing from biological and chemical contamination.  Do not touch except with clean hands when you are washing your piercing.  A new piercing must be washed twice daily with warm water and a mild soap, such as Ivory, Jergens, Aveeno, etc.  There are numerous products on the market, but we suggest a SEA SALT or STERILE SALINE solution once a day to help prevent infection.  (You may Dilute 1/8 teaspoon iodized sea salt in one cup of warm water.  Use on a cotton ball or square) Soak for 6 minutes.)  You may do this for 8 – 10 days only. 
·   Avoid soaps which are highly perfumed or contain deodorants.  Please note that matter will be secreted from the piercing during the healing process.  This is normal and not necessarily a sign of infection.  Before washing, rinse this dried matter off using warm water.  Dried matter should not be forced through the piercing.  Lather up the piercing and, this is optional, you may work the jewelry back and forth in you wish, but is not necessary.  If the jewelry does not want to move, DO NOT force it.  Now rinse the piercing thoroughly to remove all traces of soap.
DO NOT USE HYDROGEN PEROXIDE OR ALCOHOL ON BODY PIERCING!

AVOID HOT TUBS FOR MORE THAN TWO MONTHS

For ears, nostrils, septum, and other above the neck piercing, do not use Hibiclens as it may cause deafness if it comes into contact
          with the inner ear.

For tongue, lip and cheek piercing, rinse with Crest alcohol free or Biotene mouthwash each time after eating or drinking anything, 
       especially when/if the tongue is at it’s fullest in swelling. You may use Gly-Oxide twice a day to aid in healing.  Avoid oral contact 
      with anything irritating:  alcohol, smoking, spicy, salty, sugary, high acidity, or carbonated drinks.  Tooth decay may cause an infection.

Antibiotic sprays such as Neosporin, Bacitracin, or Rexall Tri-Salve may be used for the first few days. Or if signs of infection occur. 
       However, limit use to no more than 10 days as problems may arise from prolonged use.  Care should be taken in use of these pro-

       ducts, as some people may be allergic to some of the ingredients.  In case of a mild inflammation or small bumps,
       you can use ¼ tsp. of sea salt in a cup of warm water for soaking once a day.

Oral contact with new piercing or handling with dirty hands can cause an infection and should be avoided.  

New piercing should not be subjected to heavy abuse during the healing period.  This pertains to all piercing, but especially to
    the nipples.  Infection  may occur if not careful.

To protect a new piercing from water while swimming (especially in lakes or rivers) cover the holes with petroleum jelly.  You may
   also use Tegaderm Seal Bandages.  These work well, and are also available at your local pharmacy.

While infection is not common, call your doctor as soon as possible if one should occur.  With an infected eyebrow, nostril or 
   septum  call  your doctor immediately.  An infection in this area can be fatal.  Signs of infection may include prolonged soreness
   and/or pain, excessive redness, and possibly discharge. 

Simply removing the jewelry will not end an infection.  This could actually worsen the situation by eliminating a passage for discharge
   of pus    and/or matter, thus trapping infectious matter inside the body.

Piercing jewelry should not be changed for 4 – 6 weeks, depending on the individual.  You should check the length of your piercing
    before purchasing replacement jewelry.  

KEEP IN MIND, SOME PIERCINGS TAKE A LONG TIME TO HEAL;  SOME MAY TAKE UP TO  ONE YEAR

Surface piercings, Navel and eyebrow piercings have been known to become rejected.

When removing or reinserting jewelry use a lubricant such as Vaseline petroleum jelly.

It should not be assumed that at the end of the healing period jewelry may be removed for a short period of time.  Time is required for
       a piercing to “toughen up”.  If the jewelry must be removed, a retainer or piece of monofilament fishing line may be inserted for 
       discretion and to prevent the piercing from closing.  

Help your piercing to heal by eating healthy and perhaps taking a multivitamin with zinc. 

FOR  DERMAL  PIERCINGS:  Cover new dermals for 48 hours. After that cover at bedtime for 10 days. Tighten the top
     Bead   periodically by turning clockwise.   Dermals can be prone to rejection and sometimes must be surgically removed by a Doctor.
